Thus, the content
ranges from bestseller books to prominent
documentaries.

Classical Literature (4)

The course covers the well-known epics
and texts from classic period that are
widely thought and discussed today.
Related films from the modern day are
viewed and discussed.

This course will mostly be in lecture form.
However, class discussions will also be
necessary, especially when analysing
relevant literary texts. Students are
expected to have their reading materials
with them all the time. They are also
expected to come to class regularly by
having read all the assigned materials.
Class discussions are significant in this
course.

History of English Culture and
Literature II (4)

This course aims to familiarise students
with the historical, socio-cultural, political
and religious background of Britain as well
as the leading literary figures and genres
from the Old English period to the early
17th century.

Course content: The 17th Century English
Literature; Restoration and the 18th
Century; Romantic Age, Victorian
Literature; the 20th Century and After

3rd semester

18th Century British Novel (6)

In this course, the significant differences
between the novel in the 18th century and
the literary genres of previous ages are
introduced, and the cultural, economic and
social elements influential in the
development of the genre are evaluated.
The subgenres of the novel are examined
concerning the theoretical, philosophical
and social context of the period.

Medieval Literature (4)

This course introduces the Old English
period and its literature and continues with
Medieval English literature and its
historical, social and cultural contexts. The
relevant literary works of the period are
evaluated.

Bu derste, Anglo-Sakson donemi, tarihi
ve edebiyati tanitilir, Orta Cag Ingiliz
tarihi, kiiltlirii ve edebiyati hakkinda bilgi
verilir. Ayrica, Eski ingiliz edebiyat1 ve
Orta Cag Ingiliz edebiyati yazar ve
eserlerinden 6rnekler incelenir.

Renaissance Drama (4)

This course will examine the relationship
between theatre and society through the
lens of the drama produced in response to
these changes. However, we will not try to
map the progress of drama directly onto the
social world, as if the former can simply
read off the latter. Instead, focusing on
discrete issues and problems, students will
try to understand how a particular text not
only reflects but responds to and shapes
aspects of the culture from which it
derives, developing an aesthetic that
actively engages its world. Students not
only begin to enjoy plays that are not
“Shakespearian,” but also to appreciate

Life and Society in Britain (4)

This course aims to familiarise students
with the key theoretical concepts, the
historical development of British cultural
life and cultural studies with a special
focus on the relevant topics of the field
through analysis of the views of the
cultural studies theorists. It includes
various issues such as the definitions of
culture in different centuries, gender
studies, subaltern studies, youth culture,
black culture, LGBT culture, rock culture,
British sports culture, racism,
multiculturalism etc.

American Literature I (4)

early colonial period to the second half of
the 19th century.

4th semester

19th Century British Novel (6)

In this course, the technical and thematic
changes in the English novel until the 19th
century are evaluated. In this context, the
social, economic, political and
philosophical features of the 19th century
English novels are analysed and discussed
in the light of their differences from the
18th-century novels. The relevant literary
works of the period are evaluated.

19th Century British Drama (3)

The objective of this course is to give the
students an insight into the development of
English Drama, to develop a greater
understanding of English culture through
the dramatic works of major English
playwrights, to probe into human
experience through the analysis of dramatic
texts and styles so that students can have a
better understanding of human nature,
human relations, and the art of dramatic
performance on stage.

American Novel I (5)

This course aims to enable the students to
acquire the knowledge, skills and
competence required to analyse the
features of historical and socio-cultural
milieu within which American novel
emerged and developed.

Linguistics I (3)

The course aims to introduce the major
concepts and principles of pragmatics,
sociolinguistics and historical linguistics.

acquire advanced translation skills.
